Extensive conversation on how little the basketball tournament makes.  Program makes precious little.  General talk on what we should do in the future, as well as what to do with the program.  Decided we need more help in the planning of the tournament, and all in attendance agreed.  Will discuss what to do at the January and February meetings.

Gary Devoto says St Catherine is hosting training, and Gary will notify Spring Sports Coordinators to make sure everyone is compliant.

Old Business:

New Business:


Boosters School Committee Rep – Tom New agreed to represent Boosters at School Committee Meetings.
Corporate Sponsors – Tom New presented an example of a corporate sponsor’s banner that could be hung in the gym.  He was thinking we could charge $500 per sponsorship banner.  Discussed the standard look of the banners (White/Gold lettering on a Green background ?).  Group questioned where the signs should be displayed in the gym.  Tom to pursue possible sponsors.
Letter to Bishop –  Boosters sent a letter to the Bishop concerning the validity of the one checkbook concept, per the mandate of the Dioceses.  We had not received a response back as of the date of our meeting.  We thought, per what we have heard from others in the know, that there is no such policy, and if there isn’t, we should fight Fr. Stef’s dictate.  Discussion ensued as to what Boosters should do if Fr. Stef takes the checkbook.  Gary Devoto agreed to talk with Fr. Stef again concerning this issue.
